ALTAVISTA CONDOMINIUM

The annual meeting of the Altavista Condominium Unit Owners’ Association was called to order at 7:30 p.m. on November 13, 2008, in the Party Room by President Mary Niebuhr 

Carrie Jennings, from the Ballston Virginia Square Civic Association, explained the Business Improvement District (BID) envisioned for the area.

A quorum was declared to be present at 8:00 p.m.

The minutes of last year’s meeting being read by Secretary Hines, Owner Robert Guyer moved and  Michael Hama seconded a motion to accept the minutes  which was approved unanimously.

Report from the Treasurer informed the Owners that there was an audited surplus in the 2007 budget of $65,564, that the Replacement Reserve balance is $1,568,734, and that the 2009 budget provides only a 1.79% increase in the condo fees.  Questions from the floor on the budget were entertained and clarified.

Stephen Roberts was nominated from the floor by Owner Richard Hines for the second vacancy on the Board; the motion having been made and seconded that nominations be closed,  President Niebuhr moved the election of the two by acclamation; the vote was unanimous.  Directors John Noble and Stephen Roberts were elected to three-year terms.

President Niebuhr informed the owners that we are looking forward to replacing the roof, the cost of which will be shared half and half with the hotel.  It is in our interest to get this work done, and we will be having professional advice on this during the year.

An owner asked what we are doing to reduce the carbon footprint of the building; Director Ciotti reported that we have a Green Committee looking into these issues. President Niebuhr reiterated that committees need to be constituted to research issues like this, reporting to the Board and probably to an open meeting where such feedback would be shared.  

President Niebuhr asked for a motion and a second to adjourn the meeting at 8:24 p.m.  The motion was made, seconded and unanimously passed.
