BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING
May 12, 2009
I. The regular meeting of the ALTAVISTA BOARD OF DIRECTORS was called to order at 7:16  p.m. on May 12, in the Party Room by President Mary Niebuhr.

II.  Executive Session.  On a motion by Director Roberts, seconded by Director Noble, the Board went into Executive Session at 7:17 p.m.  On a motion by Director Noble, seconded  by Director Fitzpatrick, the Board came out of the Executive Session at 7:41 p.m.
III. Adoption of Agenda

The agenda, corrected to remove Action Item A for insufficient information, was unanimously approved on a motion by Director Roberts, seconded by Director Hines, and unanimously approved.
IV.  Owners and Residents’ Open Forum  Owner Arlene Lin asked about the previously announced poll from the elevator on the number of residents needing the master antenna.   The answer was that other information, judged sufficient, had shown that only 50-60 units do not have Comcast cable at this time.  Owner John Brady asked and complained about the unsatisfactory cleaning of the garage.  Owner Lin then asked about employees’ benefits and was informed that this is now taken care of through Legum & Norman under the new insurance rules.

 V.  Approval of April 16, 2009 and May 4, 2009 Board Meeting Minutes
Approval of the minutes of the April meeting will be tabled until next month; the minutes of the special May 4 meeting were unanimously approved as distributed on a motion by Director Noble seconded by Director Ciotti, with Directors Fitzpatrick, Roberts, and Hines abstaining, not having been present at the meeting.    
VI.  Reports


A.  President has no report.

B. Treasurer reports that we lost one CD due to the failure of New Frontier Bank.  Although all our deposits are insured, and reinvestments have been made albeit at a lesser interest, our income from interest is necessarily less than what had been projected.  We are, therefore, constrained to watch pennies.

C. Community Manager Barnes reports that he will forward the financials tomorrow.  The gas rates for October  1, 2009 – September 30, 2010 have been locked in at approximately half the rate we currently pay.  The draft audit shows no issues with the financials.  The water loss on May 1 has been taken care of by repair and reported to the insurance companies; in answer to President Niebuhr’s query, Mgr McNay explained that the resident whose unit was responsible for the water loss cannot be held accountable for more than the deductible.  Mgr McNay had an engineer come out to check the relevant commode.  Draft notes of the Mutual meeting were given to Directors. 

D. Site Mgr McNay explained the repair of the windows in one unit in answer to Director Fitzpatrick’s question.  She reported that LAZ will power clean the G4 level of the garage on May 31 from noon to 6 p.m., and informed the Board about her research regarding the trash and recycling containers as requested last month, the expense for which falls within her purview.  President Niebuhr invited any interested director to see the Site Mgr before the end of the week if they wanted more information.

E. Social Committee chairman Powell reported that the next game days are settled, and there will be a notice in the elevator.   Legal will be consulted about any liability resulting if the Social Committee were to support children’s playdates in the Party Room rather than having interested parents rent the room on their own cognizance.  The information will be available for the June meeting.  
F.  Green Committee liaison Rosemary Ciotti did not have the CFL bulbs with her, but had sent an email out about the use of these for the elevator cabs.  A resolution to cover this will be presented at the next meeting.  
VII.  Action Items

A.  Approval of Master Antenna Proposal. Director Ciotti moved and Director Roberts seconded a motion to accept the resolution.  President Niebuhr reworded the resolution; Director Ciotti moved and Director Fitzpatrick seconded the motion to accept these amendments, the which was unanimously accepted.  Although there is neither a line item nor a reserve fund item, President Niebuhr moved to pay for the new antenna from the contingency fund, Line 74020.  Being as yet uncertain of how many residents are affected by this issue, Director Noble moved, and Director Powell seconded a motion tabling the resolution until information on Master Antenna users could be gathered by means of an elevator survey.   Directors Powell, Fitzpatrick and Noble voted for the motion; Directors Niebuhr, Hines, Roberts and Ciotti voted against the motion. Director Roberts called the question for the original Master Antenna proposal; there being no second, there was no vote.  The motion, therefore, remains on thetaable and will be considered attain at the next Board meeting.  Director Fitzpatrick will prepare a notice asking all who rely on the MasterAntenna to leave their names and unit number at the front desk.  The resultswill be taken into consideration when the Board takes up this motion next month.     
B.  For repair of the broken HVAC, both managers will discover the price for each item of the several steps and relevant parts, as well for the replacement of the unit; hopefully, a resolution can be prepared for the next meeting.
