Resident’s Move In/Move Out Rules

All residents moving into or out of any units at Altavista are required to schedule their move prior to the move date with the Association Office in order to reserve the service elevator.  Authorization for moving is obtained from the Association Office during normal business hours, Monday through Friday.  Scheduled moves may be made between 9AM and 5PM, Monday through Friday, and between 10AM and 3PM on Saturday and Sunday.  No move-in or move-out may be started after 3PM.  No household moves or deliveries will be scheduled on holidays.  

A move-in charge of $500 will be collected for each occupancy.  There is no service charge for a move-out.  Amounts collected will be used to cover the cost of processing the new residents, change of records, reprogramming phones, etc.  This fee applies to ALL move-ins.  No exceptions are provided for people moving into furnished apartments or when there is a change in roommates, etc.  If for any reason the charge is not paid, it may be assessed against the owner(s) of the affected unit.

All moves will be made the loading dock entrance located at the 9th Street side of the building.  Please check in with the Hotel Security Office located in that area, and ensure only the service elevator is used.  In the event the service elevator is inoperable and cannot be reasonably expected to be operational in a short period of time, one passenger elevator may be designated for moving by the Manager.  In all cases, the interior walls must be padded top prevent damage and marring.  The Association staff will install the padding.

In the event that more than one move is scheduled on a given day, residents are required to share the service elevator jointly; alternating loads up and/or down.  Upon arrival at the desired floor, the elevator will immediately be unloaded and the contents placed outside the elevator.  The elevator will then be released to the next user who will follow the same procedure.

Persons making deliveries of large or bulky items, and who have reserved the elevator for that purpose, have the same right of access to the service elevator as persons making authorized moves, and shall be allowed use of the elevator in rotation.  

A staff member will isolate the service elevator for persons authorized tyo use it for moving on a first come, first serve basis, and in accordance with the applicable portions of these instructions.
